Wide Angle vs Regular Angle Lens

By using a camera with a wide angle lens, you can substantially lessen your overall surveillance system budget. Consider the two illustrations below. Both illustrations show sample camera
installations in the same meeting room. In both situations the areas under surveillance are essentially the same.

The installation on the left, using 2 wide angle lens cameras, can be installed quickly. It will need cabling and power for 2 cameras and a 4-channel DVR with enough storage capacity to keep
video data from 2 cameras only.

The installation on the right, using 5 regular cameras, will take at least twice as long to install. It will need enough cable for 5 cameras and a power supply that can provide power to 5 cameras. The
final installation cost will also include a DVR with at least 5 channels (typically an 8-channel DVR) and enough storage capacity to retain video from 5 cameras.
